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A few days ago my sister 
told me about her garden.  
She told me something 
about peppers that some of 
you avid gardeners may 
have known, but I did not 
know.  She said that you 
need to separate your differ-
ent types of peppers because 
putting a mild bell pepper 
plant next to a hot jalapeno 
pepper plant will cause them 
to pollinate each other and 
produce hot bell peppers and 
mild jalapenos.   
 
This may initially sound 
amusing, but can be frustrat-
ing for the gardener.  Let us 
apply this to our spiritual 
lives.  The Bible tells us we, 
as Believers, are in this 
world but not of it. (John 

17:14,16-18)  The Lord could 
have taken us straight to 
heaven after we received 
him as Savior and Lord, but 
he did not, and he did not for 
a purpose.  Just before his 
Ascension into Heaven, Je-
sus instructed his Disciples:   
19Therefore go and make disci-
ples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit, 20 and teaching them to 
obey everything I have com-
manded you. (Matthew 28:19-20a)  
We are here to affect the 

world around us for Christ, 
but we must be careful what 
people we keep very close to 
us and on what we spend 
most of our time concentrat-
ing.  The people who we 
listen to the most (or the ac-
tivities that we give the most 
time) can either help keep us 
close to Christ, or lead us on 
a trail away from Christ and 
his ways.  “Cross-
pollination” with ideas from 
people, books, TV, internet 
sites (or so many other 
things)  can turn the hot jala-
peno peppers he created us 
to make into “watered-
down” peppers because we 
allowed ourselves to get too 
close to the wrong things.  
This does not mean we as-
sociate only with Believers!  
This means that when we are 
with unbelievers we need to 
make every effort to allow 
Christ’s love in us to touch 
them and not let the world 
hinder our walk with Christ.

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he role of high-
ways in our lives 
is so encompass-

ing it is a bit elusive to 
fully grasp just how de-
pendent we are on highways.  
There are so many reasons for 
using a highway, road, street, 
or alley that every society has 
complex rules for their use.  
There is no record of the use 
of highways in the Garden of 
Eden but since we are told 
how the two human inhabi-
tants regularly met with God 
there on a daily basis and 
talked with him.[a]  It would 
seem reasonable to expect 
Adam and Eve to have had 
some customary paths which 
they developed by use in there 
regular activities.  These paths 
would have been the first 
roads or highways used to 
permit mankind to traverse the 
land in their goings and com-
ings.  

Jesus On The Roads 
Jesus along with his disciples 
used roads to go from place to 
place, village to village, town 
to town as he went about his 
ministry on earth.  Jesus’ min-
istry in his body then became 
an example of how his disci-

ples were to continue his 
ministry after he had as-
cended on high.  Jesus 
went from place to place 
telling of God, healing 

the sick, and delivering those 
oppressed by Satan and his 
minions.  The Gospels are full 
of such stories.  There is even 
one story when men brought a 
woman caught in adultery to 
him in the street to get him to 
condemn her and be a part of 
stoning her to death as the 
Law required.  Jesus, right 
there in the street, used the 
incident to teach all who were 
observing, as well as the 
woman and her accusers.  
Yes, Jesus knew how to use 
the streets and highways! 
 
The Disciples Used The 

Highways 
The disciples used the high-
ways and the streets.   The day 
of Pentecost, as reported by 
Luke in Acts, tells of the com-
ing of the Holy Spirit to fill 
the disciples there in Jerusa-
lem.[b]  It was at this point the 
various nationalities who 
heard and observed the disci-
ples employing and demon-
strating the Holy Spirit operat-

Jesus told the story in Luke’s 
Gospel of a man wanting to 
bless people by holding a 
great banquet.  He sent his 
servants out to invite many to 
come and enjoy the blessings 
of their master but they all 
had some excuse as to why 
their agenda was more impor-
tant than that of the master.  
 
The servants did all they knew 
to do but there was still room 
at the master’s table for more 
people to come to enjoy all 
their master had to offer. 
 
Sadly, today the King of kings 
and Lord of lords continues to 
do the same, inviting people 
to enjoy his blessings.  Unlike 
the servants in Jesus’ story not 
only are the invitees not will-
ing to come but the servants 
are unwilling to go into the 
highways and invite people to 
enjoy the blessings of the 
Master.
