You say, “I don’t
feel very blessed. If you only
knew what | must deal with
every day and the people in
my family, neighborhood, or
work.”

Your right, I may not know
each and every challenge you
face each day but God does!

Happiness
These things, about which
many complain, are events or
happenings in any given day.
When feelings rule our lives
they are attached to happen-
ings. Happenings and our_in-
terpretation of them are
thereby feelings translated
into happiness or the lack of
happiness. It is this view
which often destroys faith. |
often hear people ask me,
“How can I increase my

faith?” My answer is:
“Understand The Blessing!”
Joy

Before we look at The Bless-
ing let’s look at joy. Now, joy
is _not dependent on happen-
ings_or_feelings.  Actually,
feelings are tied to joy. If |
am a joyful person, | am joy -
filled. If | am joy-filled then
my _interpretation of _events
will not deprive me of my joy

because | know events
change, can be changed, or
will change. A joyful person
is a hope-filled person.
Hope is much like a savings
account you either posses it,
or you don’t.

Many people have heard the
words from the Book of Ne-
hemiah. “... for the joy of the
Lord is our strength.” Nef-810
KV This verse is especially
used in connection with spiri-
tual warfare and believe me,
without the joy of the Lord a
person is too weak for a spiri-
tual battle. So why do people
of faith seem to be so full of
the joy of the Lord?
