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Here we are now 
coming upon the 
time when citizens of 
the United States 
celebrate Thanksgiv-
ing. Historically this 
holiday has been a 
day of gratitude, feasting, and 
prayer. Memories from my 
childhood include eating the big 
turkey dinner,  watching 
Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Pa-
rade, and spending time visiting 
and playing games with family 
and friends. 
 
Something I have noticed in 
more recent years is that the 
giving thanks part of this holi-
day seems to be given little re-
gard. For example, people are 
hurrying through the ceremo-
nial meal or going out to eat so 
they can run to the stores to 
catch the holiday sales. Some 
people are also focusing on the 
food and not the reason for the 
feast, to the point that some call 
it “Turkey Day.” Understand 
that there is nothing wrong with 
these things in themselves, but 
all of these combined point to-
ward a thanklessness that seems 
to abound in our country and 
toward the lack of knowing the 
importance of a thankful heart.    
 
Let us ponder what the scripture 
says concerning thankfulness.

Paul Speaks of Love 
 
The word charity (KJV) or 
love (NIV) is one of those 
words. In the original Greek, 
used by the Apostle Paul, it 
means:

Paul  speaks of love as more 
than an emotion. Love is a 
state and a behavior within all 
other behaviors.  
 
Paul points out no matter how 
eloquently he speaks his 
words are only a loud noise. 
He goes further to say if he 
has tremendous gifts of 
prophesy, can solve myster-
ies, has all knowledge, even 
great faith to move moun-
tains, without love he is noth-
ing! 
 
He even goes so far to say if 
he gave all to the poor, went 
through torture, he would 
gain nothing without love. 
 
You see, deeds without the 
spirit of love are simply 
works without God or godly 
participation.  Many of us 
have seen people do good
